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Dear standardization friends,

In 2016, the Institute for Standardization of Serbia (hereinafter:
the Institute) has fully achieved the ambitious goals that were
set, and once again proved to be a modern, sustainable and
perspective organization, that employs solutions of the best
European and world practice.

After several years of preparation, the application for full
membership status in the European organizations for
Standardization CEN and CENELEC was submitted, and at the
end of 2016, at the General Assembly Meeting in Brussels, it was
announced that the Institute became the 34th member of these
organizations. Full membership status will facilitate all interested
parties and experts in the Republic of Serbia to actively participate
in the European standardization system, immediate access to the
latest solutions of the world and European standardization, as
well as directly influence the content of standards during their
development. In addition, the Institute has been a full member of
the International Organization for Standardization (ISO) and the
International Electrotechnical Commission (IEC), which points to
the Institute’s good reputation in the international and European
standardization system.

In June 2016, as the host and organizer of the Fifth Balkan
Conference on Standardization, the Institute has welcomed the
representatives of the national standardization bodies of the
Balkan region — Montenegro, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia,
Slovenia, Albania, Bulgaria, Romania, Moldova, Turkey and
Macedonia. Referring to the impressions of the representatives of
the countries from the region that were present at this Conference,
the meeting was assessed as very successful, thus representing
the Republic of Serbia, the City of Belgrade and the Institute in the
most favourable manner.

Additionally to the international success, the Institute did not
forget about the requirements and needs of the interested
parties in the Republic of Serbia. During 2016, cooperation with
companies and other legal entitites was intensified, among whom
are the members of the Institute, national technical committee
members, seminar participants and standard purchasers. The
service of on-line reading the texts of Serbian standards is
provided under exceptionally favourable conditions, and it is
primarily intended for students of higher education institutions
and universities.

In order to further improve the quality of publications and
services, the Institute regularly analyzed suggestions and remarks
from the clients. An example confirming the previous statement
was the establishment of the database of the valid technical
and other regulations and their relation to Serbian standards,
which is, according to the information we have received from
our customers, of great help primarily to the producers and
state authorities, mostly to those who have the jurisdiction
over market surveillance, etc. Also, one other service that has
encountered an exceptionally good response is the publication
of the terminology database containing more than 17000 terms
in English and in Serbian originating from Serbian standards
and related documents. This terminology database is publicly
available on ISS web site and has numerous users.

Electronic sales of standards (e-shop) was initiated, which
significantly simplified the access to Serbian standards, both to
the customers from Belgrade, as well as from the interior of the
Republic of Serbia, and it also enabled subscription to standards
and various thematic electronic standards collections.

2016 Annual Report

The strongest point and power of the Institute are its competent,
dedicated and loyal employees. Commitment to standardization,
in the short term, has made great progress and modernization
to the work of this institution, so now we can proudly say that
the Institute is recognized as an organization that enables a
wide range of customers to fully grasp the benefits of standards
applicationin practice, provides assistance, supportand necessary
information to the economy in general, as well as to the citizens in
all areas of work. For the purpose of more effective and efficient
work, in 2016, significant organizational changes were made,
that enabled the establishment of new services and taking over
new activities with the same number of employees. All this was
accomplished with the assistance, support and understanding of
the Ministry of Economy, responsible for standardization.

In 2016, an organizational unit for carrying out the certification
activities was established, 15 employees were trained for lead
auditors according to the SRPS ISO 9001:2015, and the work
documentation was created, which means that the majority of
preparatory activities for the establishment of the Certification
Body of the Institute have been carried out.

During 2016, the Institute has also considerably improved public
relations, and in addition to publishing professional articles
in various thematic journals and bulletins and participating
in several TV broadcasts, the Institute took part in numerous
professional conferences and round tables. Also, marketing plan
was created and marketing activities were remarkably enhanced,
the Institute activity on social networks, as well as the Institute
internet presentation, have been improved.

Taking into consideration the experience of the most successful
companies and the biggest world and Serbian experts, the
application of standards represents an investment for the future
and undoubtedly provides the progress for all organizations,
regardless of their size or type of business. The Institute, in
accordance with its legally established activity, provides
conditions for operation, coordinates and ensures logistical
support to more than 1500 representatives from approximatelly
500 organizations, members of 163 national technical committees.
In close cooperation with experts originating from different
fields, who have recognized the long—term interest in working
on the adoption of standards and thus improving the national
standardization system while at the same time being in the
service of citizens and the economy, the Institute continues to
work on improving the quality of its publications and services.
The focus on the future work will be on the adoption of as many
Serbian standards in Serbian language as possible, as well as the
establishment of the translation service, the change of the visual
identity of the Institute and the facilitation of easier and simpler
access to the standards and services.

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HISTORY

The founding assembly of the Yugoslav National Committee
for Normalization (JNKN) was held at the 15th regular ses-
sion of the Yugoslav National Association of Engineers and
Architects, which was held in Belgrade in the Kingdom of
Yugoslavia, on September 16" 1934 in Belgrade. As a sep-
arate institution within the Ministry of Trade and Industry,
from 1939, JNKN had the role of the national standards
body. It was established in accordance with the Regulation
on the Normalization from 1938, as well as on the Regula-
tion on JNKN Statute from 1939.

After the Second World War, the Federal Commission for
Standardization took over the role of the national stand-
ards body in the Federal People’s Republic of Yugoslavia
(FNRJ). The Federal Commission for Standardization was
established in accordance with the Regulation on Stand-
ardization from 1946, within the Federal Planning Com-
mission of FNRJ.

From 1946 until today, the name and legal status of the na-
tional standards body have changed several times, there-
fore, the Institute for Standardization of Serbia (ISS) is the
legal successor of: The Federal Commission for Standardiza-
tion (from 1946 till 1962), Yugoslav Institute for Standardiza-
tion (from 1962 till 1978), Federal Institution for Standardiza-
tion (from 1978 till 2003) and Institution for Standardization
(from 2003 till 2006).

LEGAL STATUS

In accordance with the Law on Standardization, Decision
amending the Decision on Establishing the Institute for
Standardization of Serbia and Statute of the Institute for
Standardization of Serbia, the Institute is an institution
having the capacity of a legal person and operates in com-
pliance with the regulations governing the legal status of
public services.

Rights, obligations and responsibilities of ISS are estab-
lished by Law on Standardization, Decision amending the
Decision on Establishing the Institute for Standardization of
Serbia, Statute of the Institute for Standardization of Serbia,
as well as by other legal acts.

The founder of the Institute is the Government of the Re-
public of Serbia. The head office of the Institute is in Bel-
grade, at the address: 2, Stevana Brakusa Street.

ISS activities include the tasks referring to the development

of standards and related documents, as well as other tasks

in reference with standards and standardization, also cer-
tification of products, management systems and persons,

providing technical assistance for implementation, i.e,

compliance with Serbian standards.

« cooperate with the international and European organiza-
tions for standardization and national standardization bod-
ies of the signatory states of respective agreements in the
area of standardization;

- perform the standardization related tasks in accordance
with the obligations arising from ratified international
agreements to which the Republic of Serbia is a signatory;
ensure the public availability of adopted and withdrawn
Serbian standards, publications, as well as standards and
publications of relevant international, European and na-
tional standardization bodies, and carry out the sale thereof;
deliver information, at a request of any state administration
authority, if a relevant Serbian standard has been adopted
in the field regulated by a technical regulation, or is pend-
ing for the adoption, or if there is a corresponding interna-
tional or European standard;
act as an enquiry point for standards, for providing infor-
mation and notifications related to standards in accord-
ance with the requirements provided for in the relevant
international agreements and the obligations arising from
the membership in relevant international and European or-
ganizations for standardization;

« represent and act in the interest of the Republic of Serbia
in the area of standardization within the international and
European organizations for standardization;

 approve the use of national mark of conformity with the
Serbian standards in accordance with the rules of the In-
stitute;

« render the rules based on which the Serbian standards are
adopted, published, reviewed and withdrawn;

+ delegate to the interested parties, in accordance with its
rules, preparation of proposals of Serbian standards in spe-
cific fields;

« promote the application of Serbian standards;

« provide technical assistance for implementation, i.e., com-
pliance with Serbian standards;

« duties related to certification of products, management
systems and persons;

- perform other tasks in the area of standardization, in ac-
cordance with the law and this Decision.

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MISSION, VISION
AND STRATEGIC GOALS

Mission

ISS, as the only national standardization body in the Repub-
lic of Serbia, provides to all interested parties, memebers
of ISS and to the whole Serbian public, Serbian standards
harmonized with international and European standards and
the opportunity to participate equally in international and
European standardization, developing national standards
respecting recognized international and European stand-
ardization principles.

Vision

ISS vision is to become, in the next five year period, as the
recognized national organization for standardization, in the
international and regional level, capable to efficiently man-
age national standardization system in the Republic of Ser-
bia in the similar manner as in EU and other modern demo-
cratic countries, which is characterized by the competence,
professionalism and dedication of its employees, as well as
with the excellence of its publications and services.

Goals
The overall goal of ISSis to establish an effective and efficient
national system of standardization that will, within a reason-
able time, enable to meet the needs and expectations of ISS
founder and its members, other interested parties and, in
general, the wider community in our country, as well as to
create the necessary conditions for rapid accession of Serbia
to the EU, which is, at the same time, the ultimate objective
of the national strategy.

The single most significant goals of ISS for the period 2016-

2020 are:

1) to permanently retain full membership status in the In-
ternational and European organizations for standardiza-
tion active participation in their work, as well as creation
of the standardization;

2) raising the awareness of all interested parties and the
whole public about the importance of standardization
and benefits of standards application and implementa-
tion in practice;

3) active involvement of more interested parties, especial-
ly the SME representatives to participate in the national
technical committee work;

4) providing the translation of prioritized European stand-
ards in Serbian language;

5) introducing new services and increasing ISS efficiency in
their provision.

Strategy

In order to achieve its goals, ISS will apply the following

strategy:

« ISS will work intensively on primarily adopting European
standards and related documents; upon the request of the
interested parties, ISS will adopt international standards and
related documents, and if there are no international stand-
ards or their publication is not planned, ISS will develop pure
national standards or national standards of other countries;

- while adopting European standards and related docu-
ments, harmonized standards and harmonized documents
will have the priority, because it represents the most ration-
al way to fulfill the requirements of the basic principles of
the European New Approach Directives, and in determin-
ing the priorities, ISS will take into account primarily Euro-
pean directives that have already been transposed in the
national legislative system, as well as those whose transpo-
sition is under preparation;

« whenever possible, European and international standards
and related documents will be adopted by the translation
method, and if this can not be achieved within a reasonable
period of time, they will be adopted; in English language
asarule;

« 1SS will actively work on raising awareness of all interested
parties and general public emphasizing the importance of
standardization and benefits of implementing standards in
practice.

HOW ARE WE ORGANIZED

ISS internal organization, jobs titles and job descriptions,
number of positions, and specific conditions for performing
the tasks, are defined in the Enactment on Internal Organi-
zation and Jobs Classification, rendered by the ISS Director
with the approval of the Ministry of Economy of the Repub-
lic of Serbia and ISS Managing Board. Basic organizational
units are Departments, where the work is organized in the
general fields of standardization, electrotechnical stand-
ardization, maintenance and development of IT system,
international cooperation, education, marketing and sales,
information and publishing, as well as legal, financial and
common functions. After the entry into force of the Law
on Standardization (“Official Gazette of RS, No. 36/09 and
46/15), in 2016, ISS has established the Certification Body,
as a separate organizational unit, having all the necessary
technical support.

Employees

On December 31t 2016, ISS had the staff of 57 full-time em-
ployees and 4 part- time employees. Of the 61 employees,
45 are with university (master) degrees (including four mas-
ters of science), 3 with higher education school degree and
13 with secondary school education. In addition, in 2016 ISS
has contracted 2 volunteers.

The Managing Board appoints and releases the chairper-
sons and members of the expert councils, upon the pro-
posal of the ISS Director, and they are accountable for their
work to the Managing Board. The members of the expert
councils are selected from among the recognized experts
and scholars in fields for which the expert councils are es-
tablished. The work in the expert councils is voluntary.

National technical committees

Expert work in the specific fields of standardization is per-
formed in the national technical committees, which are ba-
sic technical working bodies in ISS.

TCs have a chairperson and members, who are appoint-
ed among the prominent experts in the respective field
for which Serbian standards and related documents are
developed. TC secretaries are appointed within ISS em-
ployees.

TCs are liable for their work to the responsible expert
council.

In 2016, ISS had 163 active TCs, i.e. 122 TCs in the general
standardization fields, and 41 in the electrotechnical stand-
ardization fields. The work of NTCs involve more than 500
organizations with over 1.600 representatives.

NTCs in the general fields of standardization follow the
work and participate in the work of 487 ISO TCs and SCs,

NTCs in electrotechnical fields (electrotechnics, electronics
and telecommunications) and information technologies
follow the work and participate in the work of 177 IEC TCs
and SCs, including ISO/IEC JTC1 (Information Technology).
In 40 IEC TCs and SCs they are “P” members, and in 137 “O”
members.

MEMBERSHIP OF ISS

ISS is a public institution, organized similarly to an associ-
ation. The membership of ISS implies the responsibility of
all interested parties in effectively and efficiently perform-
ing standardization work and functionong of ISS, i.e. in the
national standardization in the Republic of Serbia in other
areas of work.

Membership of ISS is voluntary. The member of ISS may be:
a company, other legal person or entrepreneur, incorporat-
ed according to the regulations of the Republic of Serbia,
as well as any natural person who is a citizen of the Repub-
lic of Serbia. The membership of ISS may not be transferred
or taken over.

A member of the Institute is entitled to participate directly
or through its authorized representative in the work and
decision-making of ISS management bodies, as well as in
managing ISS, in compliance with the Decision on Estab-
lishing the Institute and ISS Statute.

Achieving the full membership status in CEN and

Until November 2016, ISS had the affiliate membership
status in the European Organizations for Standardiza-
tion CEN and CENELEC, which resulted in the fact that ISS
did not have the possibility to participate in the decision
making process. ISS representatives have participated in
the TCs General Assembly work as observers, and in that
way acquired the necessary experience needed for the
full membership status in these organiztions.

After years of intensive work on adopting European
standards, preparing and translating the documentation
necessary for submitting ISS application for the full mem-
bership status in the European organizations for stand-
ardization, in May 2016, ISS has officially submitted the
application. During April 2016, ISS three-member dele-

At the 56 CENELEC General Assembly, 45 CEN General Assem-
bly and Fourth European Summit on Standardization, that
were held at the beginning of June 2016 in Skopje (Macedo-
nia), it was announced that the application for full membership
status in CEN and CENELEC submitted by ISS, was accepted.
During the period of September 5th till 7th 2016, for the pur-
pose of checking the level of readiness of ISS, Mr Jorgen Hage-
lund and Mr Nicola Gigante, auditors from CEN and CENELEC,
were in the surveillance visit to Belgrade, with the aim of de-
termining the fulfillment of the criteria for the admission to
the full membership status in the mentioned organizations. At
the beginning of October 2016, the preliminary report was de-
livered, which contained positive assessment and, according
to that report, during the assessment process, there were no
nonconformities with the requirements stated in CEN-CENE-
LEC Guide 20:2015, Guide on membership criteria of CEN and
CENELEC.

At the Fifth Commomn CEN/CENELEC Session, held on No-
vember 23rd 2016 in Brussels, after a secret ballot (vote), of-
ficially and unanimously, ISS admission to full membership
status in CEN and CENELEC was announced.

Fifth Balkan Conference on Standardization

The Fifth Balkan Conference on Standardization was held in
Belgrade, Hotel Majestic, on June 15th and 16th 2016.The con-
ference participants were the representatives of 11 national
standardization bodies, i.e.: Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina,
Bulgaria, Montenegro, Croatia, Macedonia, Slovenia, Turkey
and Serbia, and for the first time the directors of the national
standardization bodies of Romania and Moldova participat-
ed in the conference, and they have signed the cooperation
protocol, thus joining this regional initiative. Mr Wim de Kesel,
vice-president of CENELEC, also participated in the conference.
During the two days of the conference, the following issues im-
portant to all the participants were discussed: the cooperation
between the national standardization bodies and government
authorities, the translation of standards and establishment of
the terminology databases, achieving financial sustainability
of the national standardization bodies, as well as the possibil-
ities for participation in the regional and European projects.
According to the established practice, the final part of the con-
ference was dedicated to the confirmation of the conclusions.
The participants agreed that it was necessary to form a work-

ing group (task force) with the job of establishing the confer-
ence rules and codes of good practice, as well as the action
plan for the upcoming year, in order to make the conference
work more operational and efficient. Although the topic of in-
tellectual property rights and copyright on standards were not

official issues on the agenda, they were often discussed during
the conference. All the participants have noted that the gener-
al public is still not sufficiently informed on the importance of
preventing the inappropriate use of standards, unauthorized
copying or unauthorized posting of standards on the internet.
Therefore, one of the conclusions at the conference was the
need to undertake joint activity in that sense, for example by
publishing the joint statement on the importance of protect-
ing intellectual property rights. The conclusions also high-
lighted the significance of further improving the cooperation
among the Balkan Conference participants.

Working visits

In the framework of the coopeartion of the two national stand-
ardization bodies, Croatian Standards Institute (HZN) and ISS,
in December 2016, the working visit of the HZN colleagues to
ISS was realized. The purpose of the visit was establishing clos-
er cooperation between the two institutions, through mutual
provision of technical assistance and exchange of information
and experience that are of common interst. Important issues
related to copyright protection, cooperation with SME sector,
sales of standards and other topics were deliberated. In addi-
tion, the models for further cooperation between HZN and ISS
were defined in the Memorandum of Understanding on Tech-
nical Cooperation, that was signed during the working visit.
Three-member delegation from the Institute for Standardiza-
tion of Bosnia and Herzegovina (BAS) has exchanged experi-
ences with ISS colleagues in the course of the three-day visit,
on various activities in the standardization areas, as well as the
development concept of the respective national standardiza-
tions in both countries.

FINANCING

In accordance with Article 9 of the Law on Standardization,
and Article 7 of the Decision amending the Decision on
Establishing the Institute for Standardization of Serbia, ISS
has its funds provided in the following ways: charging the
membership fee; selling Serbian standards, related docu-
ments and other publications; charging for the services ren-
dered; the budget of the Republic of Serbia; other sources
(donations and other income), in accordance with the law
and subject to prior consent of the founder.

In 2016, ISS has achieved a revenue from the state budgetin
the amount of 72.770.000 RSD, which represents the realiza-
tion of the plan by 98%, and its own revenues from sales of
goods and services in the amount of 31.356.887 RSD, which
represents the realization of the plan by 80%.

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DEVELOPMENT OF SERBIAN
STANDARDS

Serbian standards and related documents are adopted,
withdrawn and published in accordance with the Law on
Standardization and the rules of the Institute, which are
harmonized with the rules of international and Europe-
an organizations for standardization (ISO and IEC and/
or CEN and CENELEC), as well as with the Code of Good
Practice for the Preparation, Adoption and Application of
Standards from the Agreement on Technical Barriers to
Trade of the World Trade Organization.

ISS publishes in its official bulletin the notice of initiation
of the procedure for adoption of Serbian standard, and if
necessary, for related document, as well as the notice of
the placement of standard and/or related document un-
der public enquiry.

According to Article 17 of the Law on Standardization, applica-
tion of Serbian standards and related documents is voluntary.
When drafting ISS annual work programmes and annual
work programmes for adoption of standards and related doc-
uments, two most important priorities of economic relations
policy of the Republic of Serbia with foreign countries are
taken into consideration, i.e. the accession to the World Trade
Organization (WTO) and membership in the European Union
(EU), as well as the fulfillment of obligations arising from the
Central European Free Trade Agreement (CEFTA) and other
regional initiatives of interest to the Republic of Serbia.
Obligations with respect to the mentioned integrations in-
clude standardization which should contribute, in the pro-
cess of accession to the WTO and the EU, to a gradual reduc-

tion of technical barriers to trade between the Republic of
Serbia and other countries, so that barriers are removed at
the moment of accession to these organizations.

In 2016, all interested parties, through ISS NTCs
have casted their votes in the process of develop-
ing ISO and IEC standards, in different stages of
their development - the voting percentage was
100%.

Fulfilling the strategic goal

In the period January 1% 2007 till December 31 2016, ISS
published 27 111 Serbian standards and related documents
by which the corresponding European standards and/
or related European documents were adopted, that is 18
904 publications published by CEN (in non-eletrotechnical
fields), 7 561 publications published by CENELEC (in elec-
trotechnical fields) and 646 publications published by ETSI
(in the field of telecommunications). In the same period, ISS
withdrew 15 328 of previously published Serbian standards
and related documents, which were either conflicting with
the adopted European standards, or obsolete and non-rel-
evant, as well as the withdrawn European standards in the
meanwhile. In other words, by December 31 2016, ISS
adopted and published as Serbian standards approximately
96% of all European standards which publication deadline
at the national level expired up to that date, including their
amendments, but excluding corrections (corrigenda).

For the purpose of development of Serbian standards and
related documents in 2016, 147 TCs held a total of 307
meetings.

Review of Serbian standards

All Serbian standards and related documents (similar to Eu-
ropean and international ones) must be reveiwed and main-
tained on a regular basis in order to ensure their actuality
and relevance, i.e. to prevent their obsolescence. In 2016,
regular review of standards was continued. As the result of
the regular review, in 2016, 1445 Serbian standards were
withdrawn.

PARTICIPATION IN DRAFTING OF
TECHNICAL REGULATIONS

In accordance with Article 9 of the Law on Technical Require-
ments for Products and Conformity Assessment (“Official
Gazette of RS”, No. 36/09) and Article 7, clause 9 of the Law
on Standardization, ISS shall have the obligation to submit
the information within its competence, at the request of the
ministry, on whether a relevant Serbian standard has been
adopted in the field regulated by a technical regulation, or is
pending for the adoption, and/or if there is a corresponding
international or European standard.

In addition, to meet the needs of the state administration
authorities (ministries, authorities within the ministries and
special organizations) ISS prepares and regularly updates
the lists of Serbian standards by which the harmonized Eu-
ropean standards are adopted. The application of European
standards provides the presumed conformity of products
with the main requirements of technical regulations by
which the European New Approach directives for certain
types of products are being transposed into the legal sys-
tem of the Republic of Serbia.

ISS actively cooperates with the ministries of the Govern-
ment of the Republic of Serbia for the purpose of drafting
and adoption of technical regulations, advocating thereby
for harmonization of technical legislation of the Republic
of Serbia with the technical legislation of EU as faster as
possible. The essential instruments for fulfilling the main
requirements of the European technical legislation are the
European standards which the candidate countries must
adopt and implement as their national standards, as well
as withdraw (repeal) each national standard which require-
ments are conflicting with the requirements of the adopted
European standard in the same subject of standardization.
Harmonization of technical legislation is one of the priori-
ties in overall harmonization of national legislation of the
Republic of Serbia with the acquis communautaire, because
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technical legislation is the basis for free movement of goods
which is one of four freedoms the European single market
is based on.

ISS has established the database of national technical regu-
lations and standards that are referred to in the regulations.
Thus, beside the complete list and full texts of the Europe-
an directives already transposed in the Serbian legislative
system, as well as the links to the standards referred to in
these directives, there is also the list of more than 271 regu-
lations referring to Serbian (SRPS) standards, together with
the links to those standards. Also, by connecting with the
legal database “ParagrafLex’, customers can access the full
text of the regulations, as well as the information on the
regulations that are currently in force. By implementing and
offering this service to the customers, ISS has participated
in the Government of Serbia Program for 2016, which was
the year of entrepreneurship. Based on the number of visi-
tors to this part of ISS website, but also taking into account
their remarks and comments, it is quite certain that these
information were welcomed by the customers, so ISS will
continue to regularly update this database and improve this
service.

INTERPRETATION OF SERBIAN
STANDARDS

Interpretation of Serbian standards and related documents
is one of the regular activities ISS performs, either at the re-
quest of standard users or the state administration author-
ities and judicial bodies (courts). The need for interpreta-
tion of Serbian standards may arise, for example, from the
context of court proceedings when a dispute occurs with
respect to performance of obligations under the contract
between two parties or when Serbian standards are used
to prove the satisfactory quality of products, processes or
services.

In 2016, ISS issued 37 interpretations in relation to Serbian
standards, that is, 31 in general fields and 6 in electrotechni-
cal fields of standardization.

In 2016, for the first time, the Terminology database
was made publicly available on ISS website. This da-
tabase is the result of many years of ISS employees
work and it contains more than 17 521 terms from
various standardization areas. These terms were used
in 96 Serbian standards, and this number includes 26
standards from electrotechnical area, that have been
separately processed and prepared for their entering
in the International Electrotechnical Vocabulary, i.e.
Electropedia. Considering the fact that only terms
are entered into that vocabulary, and not the defi-
nitions, for each of the 26 standards, ISS performed
their processing and preparation for entering them
in the terminology database. The response of Serbi-
an public to the Terminology database was excellent.
During 2016, ISS has contuned the processing and
preparation of standardized Serbian electrotech-
nical terms and their entering in the International
base Electropedia. Serbian language is one of the
additional languages in IEC terminology standards.

Seminars

Within the obligations defined by the law on promotion of

Serbian standards application, in 2011, ISS commenced or-

ganizing the trainings (seminars, courses and workshops).

ISS trainings are focused primarily on the organization of

seminars in particular professional fields of standardization,

management systems (quality, information security, energy

...) and conformity assessment, as well as the new technical

legislation and its relation to standards.

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Informative publications

ISS has independently translated and published several in-
formative brochures, ISO publications, i.e.: “ISO and health’,
“ISO and energy”,“ISO 50001 - Energy Management System’,
“ISO 37001 - Anti bribery management sysytem” (electronic
versions are available on ISS website).

For the first time, ISS has published Report on its work for
the period 2014 - 2015, as a separate special publication.
Text, design and the translation in English were done by
ISS staff. Publication has 40 pages and it contains all perti-
nent information on ISS work and its activities in two-year
period, with photos showing important events. This pub-
lication was distributed to the International and European
Organizations for standardization, which are monitoring
these kind of activities performed by their members, to the
national standards bodies with whom ISS has established
cooperation, as well as to the participants of the 5th Balkan
Standardiztion Conference.

Supplementary to these promotional activities, ISS has also
published a mini-publication “ISS in numbers 2015", that in
info-graphic format presents ISS activities and achieved re-
sultsin 2015.

The Catalogue of Serbian standards and related docu-
ments

One of ISS regular activities is also drafting the Catalogue
of Serbian standards and related documents which is pub-
lished by the beginning of each year and regularly updated
and supplemented with standards and related documents
ISS had published in the previous year. The Catalogue has
been published for a number of years exclusively in elec-
tronic form - on CDs, and is intended primarily for the ex-
change of such publications with other national standard-
ization bodies, and then as a free-of-charge publication
delivered to ISS members, while a negligible number goes
to the sales at the request of the users.

Website

ISS website is regularly maintained and supplemented with
new contents in 2016. The users were regularly informed
about all activities and developments in the field of stand-
ardization at the national, international and European level.
The website was updated with the information about,
among others, all seminars and promotional events organ-
ized by the Institute, all important dates and jubilees, as well
as all the news related to the most popular standards in Eu-
rope and all over the world..

In 2016, ISS has offered to its customers new possibilities,
such as: ordering and purchasing ISO standards, and pay-
ing for them in RSD in the territory of the Republic of Serbia
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Social networks

Institute for Standardization of Serbia recognized social
networks as an adequate channel for approaching a wider
target group, in order to establish new, but also to maintain
good relations with existing clients in a direct and sponta-
neous way. Through social networks, we can easily get feed-
back on customers satisfaction and expectations, and we
have a constant and clear insight into the Institutes reputa-
tion with our customers, as well as customers perception of
the Institute as a brand.
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We are active in various social networks — Facebook, had
157 000 views during the last year, Twitter had more than 3
000 and LinkedIn more than 76 000 views. Information on
social networks represent the support and addition to the
information posted on the official web site of the Institute,
that, in 2016, had more than 170 000 visitors. All the chan-
nels tend to increase the number of views and interactions,
hence we believe that we are on the right path and we will
strive in future to continue being even closer to anyone who
seeks information about the Institute, standards or stand-
ardization in general.

On-line access to the text of Serbian standards

This service includes access to the whole texts of Serbian
standards and related documents during the period of 5
to 30 callendar days, by users choice. Selected standards
and related documents can be read only on the computer
screen, and the only condition for using this service is inter-
net connection.

Using this option allows the customer to be familiar with
the content of the standard without the possibility of sav-
ing, printing out, copying, using on the net or re-selling.
ISS holds all the rights, according to the Law on Copyright
and Related Laws. The customer using this service does
not own the standard, nor he has the right to use it dur-
ing the certification process, as the certification document.
Detailed information on this service can be found on ISS
website.

Electronic purchasing of standards and paying by credit
cards

During 2016, ISS has introduced new service which is elec-
tronic purchasing of standards with the possibility of paying
for them with credit cards. This option can be used when
ordering the standards on-line, in such a way that when
choosing the payment method, you choose the option
“payment with credit card”. The aim of introducing this pay-
ment model is purchasing standards without going to the
bank/post office and without waiting in lines. In this way,
the customer is enabled to download electronic versions
of standards faster, easier and much simpler, i.e. the whole
purchasing process is much more efficient.

ISS official bulletin “ISS informacije” contains information
with regards to the published and withdrawn Serbian stand-
ards and related documents, draft documents under public
enquiry, commencement of the revision procedure and re-
sults of the revision of Serbian standards and related docu-
ments, establishment of the technical committees, as well
as information on drafts and published standards of inter-
national and European organizations for standardization.
The bulletin is published once a month, on the last day of each
month and is available solely in electronic form, that is, on ISS
website. Twelve issues of this bulletin were published in 2016.

“ISS novosti” - ISS newsletter

In January 2015, ISS began publishing a monthly electronic
newsletter called “ISS novosti” which is delivered free-of-
charge to ISS members, buyers of standards, seminar partic-
ipants, ISS associates, universities, state administration bod-
ies and all those who sign up for it through ISS website. This
newsletter contains a very useful, brief information on new
ISS activities, newly published Serbian standards in Serbian
language, draft Serbian standards that are of potential inter-
est for a certain range of users, developments in the Europe-
an and international standardization, announcement of 1SS
seminars and similar news. Twelve issues of this newsletter
were distributed in 2016.

Promotional activities

At the beginning of 2016, ISS has sent the invitation to
more than 400 organizations to provide their unauthorized
translations of standards, for the purpose of enhancing the
number of translated standards in the national standardiza-
tion. Until the end of the year, 93 unauthorized translations
of European and international standards were provided by
the following organizations with whom ISS has previously
signed the contract: GP Planum AD Belgrade- Zemun, Pub-
lic Health Institution Uzice, European Integration Office,
METRO ENERGY DOO NOVI SAD, TRAYAL KORPORACIJA A.D.
KRUSEVAC, Military Technical Institute and ‘EPS Distribucija”
d.o.o. Belgrade. Also, NDT Pro d.o.o. has provided standards
translations on its own.

In order to establish cooperation with the organizations
providing educational services in the standardization areas,
who are granted special discount for purchasing standards
for the training participants, the cooperation agreement
with following organizations were signed: SGS BEOGRAD
DOO BEOGRAD and TUV Rheinald InterCert d.o.o, and coop-
eration agreements with the following organizations were
reached: BONEX INZENJERING DOO BEOGRAD, STANDCERT
DOO BEOGRAD, and other similar organizations.

In 2016, ISS joined the humanitarian activity “Cep za hen-
dikep’, that involves collecting plastic caps for the procure-
ment of medical aids for persons with disabilities.

For the purpose of standards promotion, ISS announced a
public competition for 20 photographs for the publication
of ISS 2017 Callendar. The theme of the competition includ-
ed standards in everyday life. A three ISS emloyee com-
mittee reviewed the submitted photographs and chose as
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the winner the author Jan Valo from Novi Sad. The winner
was announced at the ISS Celebration, October 6th, and
the guests at the celebration could see the winners photo-
graphs.

ISS has donated two books from the standards collections
“Quantities and Units - Book 1: Mathematical signs and
symbols, space and time, mechanics and thermodynamics”
to secondary schools and faculties of technical and mathe-
matical orientation (115 institutions in total), and Ministry
of Education, Science and Technological Development was
informed on this activity.

In order to educate students, as well as to develop and
promote standardization, ISS has, after already signed
several agreements with high-education institutions
in our country, signed an agreement on business-tech-
nical cooperation with the Faculty of Technical Scienc-
es in Cacak, Uneversity of Kragujevac. This agreement
stipulates cooperation in the teaching process (guest
lecturers, student parctice, voluntary work, and re-
search, seminar, final and graduation thesis), coopera-
tion in scientific and reasearh work, as well as coopera-
tion on the commercial projects and in public relations.

For the purpose of protecting copyright issues, ISS,
on the eve of the World BOOK Day and Copyright
Day, began selling Serbian standards in the new,
revised edition. Changes in the visual identity of
Serbian standards are reflected in the fact that the
standards purchased in paper format have plastic
covers added to them, the front cover is transpar-
ent, and the first, front page of the standard has the
hologram protection, as well as the number of each
printed copy added. This was realized in cooperation
with the Institute for Manufacturing Banknotes and
Coins and National Bank of Serbia (NBS). Now, due
to these changes in the visual identity of Serbian
standards, our customers can be reassured that they
have purchased the correct version of the standard.

CERTIFICATION OF THE
MANAGEMENT SYSTEMS

In 2016, activities on the establishment of ISS Certification
body have commenced. According to the identified needs
and existing ISS resources in terms of human resources, the
responsibilities within the Certification body were identi-
fied and the Certification body has been established as a
separate ISS organizational unit with all necessary technical
support.

In May 2016, ISS Certification body started the work on es-
tablishing the system needed for the performance of the
operational activities that the provision of certification ser-
vices implied. In line with the results of the analysis of the
needs and possibilities in providing the certification service,
it was decided that Certification body in the first phase of
work provides the services of quality management system
certification.

After defining the type of certification that Certification
body will offer as a service to the customers, the train-

ing of employees for lead auditors according to SRPS ISO
9001:2015 was performed. Based on the training of ISS em-
ployees, the Register of Auditors was created.

In parallel with the aforementioned activities, during 2016,
ISS Certification body has been establishing the necessary
documentation in accordance with the requirements of
SRPS ISO/IEC 17021-1:2015, for the purpose of being ac-
credited by the Accreditation Body of Serbia (ATS).

INTEGRATED MANAGEMENT
SYSTEM

In 2010, ISS established and certified its integrated quality
and information security management system according to
I1SO 9001:2008 (SRPS1SO 9001:2008) and ISO/IEC 27001:2005
(SRPS ISO/IEC 27001:2011).

In December 2014, the compliance of the integrated man-
agement system with SRPS ISO/IEC 27001:2014 require-
ments was carried out.

The certification body Quality Austria — Vienna, in coopera-
tion with the Austrian certification body specialized in infor-
mation security management, CIS — Certification & Informa-
tion Security GmbH — Vienna, carried out the annual audit
of integrated management system on January 19% 2016
and no nonconformities were found.

During 2016, ISS has adapted most of the integrated man-
agement system according to the requirements of SRPS ISO
9001:2015, so that in 2017 it could be certified in accord-
ance with the new edition of this standard.
